Over the past term, the school has been evaluating the current provision of school meals
which has been provided by Chartwells. For those that are not aware, the school dinners
are not provided for by the school but an external company which designs menus, trains
the kitchen staff and helps organise theme days. However, since the beginning of this
academic year, in September, Mrs Inger (School Cook) and | have been regularly meeting
to discuss the numbers of children that are having dinners, the price and the menu which
is provided for us. As time has progressed, we have seen a gradual decline in the
numbers of pupils choosing to have a school dinner and therefore we have been actively
researching possible reasons for this and alternative arrangements.

| am delighted to announce that from the beginning of the Summer Term, when the
children return after the Easter break, a new catering contract has been established with
Mellor's Catering and we believe that this change offers the school and children the
flexibility to be able to create a far better, child-friendly menu. Additionally, it is worth
noting that should we have chosen to stay with Chartwells, the cost of your child’s dinner
would have increased from £2.15 to £2.30. However, with Mellor’s, the price will remain
at £2.15.

As a school, Mrs Inger has greater flexibility in terms of creating a menu which she feels
confident that the children will enjoy, free from some of the dishes on offer to our children
previously.

Please have a look through the menu attached to this letter and also at the Mellor's
Newsletter which tells you, as parents, a little more about the company and why the
school has chosen to join such an established company. It is also worthwhile noting that
a significant amount of other schools in the local area have also chosen to work with
Mellor's and are delighted with the provision that is on offer.
